Conservation rating

Ironstone Mulla Mulla is rated as VULNERABLE under
national and state legislation. It is rated as vulnerable on
Kangaroo Island.
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Where does it occur?

Ironstone Mulla Mulla is ENDEMIC to South
Australia. It is found on southern Eyre Peninsula
and on Kangaroo Island. On Kangaroo Island it
occurs in the central and southern areas mainly
along roadsides.

Where is it conserved on Kangaroo Island?

It is conserved in Flinders Chase National Park
along the West End Highway, although only a
few individuals actually occur within the Park
boundary. It is also found in Kelly Hill Photo: Di Ancell
Conservation Park extending into the roadside
vegetation.
