Year R-7 students (including special classes) are invited to submit entries in the 

following categories:  

 
On-site interpretation to enhance visitor experiences 

signs, brochures, plaques, artwork, trail guides, etc 
(prize: working with a professional interpreter and designer, and up to $5000 funding support, to realise the 

interpretation plan) 
 

Interpretation through television 
an ‘on-camera’ presentation similar to lifestyle TV programs such as Postcards or Getaway 

(prize: the opportunity to work with Channel 9’s Postcards team to produce a segment for the show) 
 

Electronic Interpretation 
PowerPoint, DVD or Website 

(prize: $100 cash)
